Delivering the perfect combination of classical aesthetics,
strength and performance, Visofold Heritage profiles feature a
polyamide thermal break that enhances the system’s thermal
performance as well as high-quality EPDM gaskets and weather
brushes to aid weather resistance.

Fully compliant with the requirements of Building Regulations
Document L 2010, the doors have the option of either low
thresholds for unimpeded, easy access, or rebated thresholds
that offer improved weather resistance.

The system features a choice of internally or externally folding
panels, which when open, sit flush to the frame. Sashes are hung
from a floating mullion and slide on a recessed bottom roller and
top guide, which allow ultra-slim profiles, smooth operation and
robust security.
